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In 2016, Focus on Ferals became aware of a new 

FDA approved treatment for FIV+ and FeLV+ 

cats.  This FDA approved treatment was cur-

rently being utilized by some veterinary clinics 

throughout the country, but had not yet been 

introduced to our north country.   

Focus on Ferals is presently fostering seventeen 

(17) positive cats, eleven (9) FIV+ cats, eight (6) 

FeLV+ cats and two (2) FIV+ & FeLV+ cats.  

Although, the treatment is new and there has not 

been extensive studies and research done on the 

treatment, the few studies that have been con-

ducted showed a significant benefit to warrant 

FDA’s approval. 

Lymphocyte T-Cell Immunomodulator (LTCI or 

T-cyte) is a non-synthetic treatment aimed at in-

creasing the cat’s immune system by increasing 

the production of T-cells in the cat to help com-

bat the virus and improve symptoms associated 

with FIV and FeLV. 

Our ultimate goal of the T-cyte treatment, is to 

offer treatment to more of our FIV/FELV cats, 

based on the Vets recommendation, and  that 

those cats are converted to negative.

Last Minute Update! 
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 This is Alice!  She was rescued yesterday, after she 
was abandoned by her owner.  We were told by the 
caring individual who called us, that  her owner 
moved, and left her behind!  You can see how con-
fused and broken she looks.  Wondering what she 
had done wrong to be left outside, cold, hungry and 
alone!  Our volunteer that rescued Alice told us that 
when she saw Alice for the first time, huddled near 

that door  cold, hungry and waiting for her owner, it broke her heart!  

 

We see this every day!  In the last 2 (two) weeks Focus on Ferals/The Pet Pal-
ace have rescued eight (8) abandoned cats.  This is just in the past two weeks! 
The frigid, single digit temperatures could have easily taken some of  these little 
one’s lives, and we believe Alice could have been one.  

 

These cats trusted that their owners would provide them food, shelter, and love. 
But their owners broke that trust and tossed them out into the 
cold, with no food, water or shelter. 

 

Because of  the caring individuals who called us about these 
abandoned little ones, their lives were saved!  Now they will 
receive the love, food, shelter, medical attention and a  loving  
home, which they deserve!  

 

This has been a tough winter for us, and our resources are depleting quickly.  If  
you could find it in your hearts to give, (no amount is too small, every penny 
counts) please help us help them!
